1. INTRODUCTION

I am pleased to be writing to you with details of our Annual General Meeting which we are holding at the Institute
of Directors, 116 Pall Mall, London, SW1Y 5ED at 12.00p.m. on 28 June 2016.

2. BUSINESS TO BE TRANSACTED AT THE AGM
Details of the resolutions which are to be proposed at the Annual General Meeting are set out below.
